COMMODITY – Combination of product, packing material, and container. 
ENCAPSULATED – A method of packing consisting of a plastic sheet completely enclosing the sides 
and top of a pallet load containing a combustible commodity of combustible packages 
NOTE: Banding, i.e., stretch wrapping, around the sides only of a pallet load is not considered to be 

encapsulated. 
DESIGNATED HIGH-PILED COMBUSTIBLE STORAGE AREA – That area within a building which 
is designed, intended, proposed or actually used for such storage. 
HIGH-PILED COMBUSTIBLE STORAGE – Combustible materials in closely packed piles more than 
15 feet in height or combustible materials on pallets or in racks more than 12 feet in height.  For certain 
special-hazard commodities such as rubber tires, plastics, some flammable liquids, idle pallets, etc., the 
critical pile height may be as low as 6 feet. 
HIGH-RACK STORAGE SYSTEMS – Those system that have storage over 40 feet in height, the 
placement of racks is such that aisles are not provided as required by Section 81.108, stock handling is 
automated, and the rack storage area has no occupant load.
